The Board of Supervisors of Clinton County, lowa, met. Present were Supervisors Srp, Determann and Irwin.
Minutes of the previous meeting were read and approved.

9:00 A.M. Review Correspondence and Claims Call to Order — Pledge of Allegiance
9:15 A.M. Formal Action & Motions Claims Approved Unanimously

Clinton County Auditor Eric Van Lancker called the meeting to order and presented Resolution #2021-01
which elected Supervisor Determann as the Board of Supervisors Chairperson for 2021.

The following resolution was presented and on motion approved.
RESOLUTION #2021-01

The Board of Supervisors of Clinton County, lowa, proceeded to elect a Chairperson according to the
following roll call: Supervisor Irwin voted for Determann; Supervisor Srp voted for Determann; Supervisor
Determann voted for Determann.

Supervisor Determann, having received the majority of the votes, was declared Chairperson of this Board of
Supervisors for the year 2021.

Chairperson Determann appointed Supervisor Irwin Vice-Chairperson of the Clinton County Board of
Supervisors for the year 2021.

Coronavirus/COVID-19 update: County Community Health Manager Michelle Cullen reported Clinton County saw
an increase of 166 positive cases from the last 10 days. She said that is the average amount of cases the County has
been experiencing in recent weeks. She said there are currently 593 active cases. Cullen said hospitalizations in the
area are continuing to decrease — Genesis had 26 and Mercy had 5. Cullen said there have been three deaths in last 10
days...that’s now 55 that have died in Clinton County. She said all nursing homes in the County are in outbreak status
now. She reported the 14 day positivity rate is 14.1% and the schools have started back this week. Cullen said 300
vaccines have been given so far out of the 400 her office was allotted. She said some direct care employees still need
to be vaccinated and long-term care employees are being scheduled now. Supervisor Irwin said he has been asked
about public vaccinations. Cullen said there is currently not a lot of information yet on how the public will be
vaccinated, but that information will be shared as soon as it is known. She said the State getting less vaccine than
expected has slowed the process and the timeline has not been updated. Cullen said it will be three to four weeks
before group 1B (age 75 and older) vaccinations begin and is not sure how long that will take to complete. She said
the State is monitoring the doses and will send out the second dose when it is time. Cullen said it will be months
before most people in the County receive the vaccination. She said she would work on a news release to let people
know what the general time line will be for vaccinations. Chairman Determann said he doesn’t see opening the
building right now due to the slow roll out of the vaccine. Supervisor Irwin said he would like to wait a couple weeks
to get past the holiday break. Irwin would like to talk about employees returning to work.

DEPARTMENT HEADS, ELECTED OFFICIALS AND EMPLOYEES
Clinton County Auditor Eric Van Lancker reported the Board is scheduled to meet on Wednesday morning to talk
with local legislators and to receive an initial proposal from the Communications union. Van Lancker also asked the
Supervisors if it was ok to schedule the meeting for the week of January 17 on Tuesday instead of Monday since that
Monday the County buildings are closed in honor of Martin Luther King Jr. Day. It was agreed to schedule the
meeting for January 19.
County Sheriff Bill Greenwalt is looking forward to meeting with all of the Supervisors soon. He said he has been
meeting with people in the Sheriff’s Office to make the transition smooth and has been impressed by the staff in the
office and others around the County.
County Facilities Director Corey Johnson said the state elevator inspector will be here Wednesday to inspect the new
elevator by the front entrance. He hopes the elevator will be in service after that. He said the second elevator
replacement by the Auditor’s Office will begin next week.
County Treasurer Dustin Johnson said property tax collections continue to come in as his office prepares for the spring
collection. Johnson said a drive up window to the treasurer’s office could be limiting, but something could be done out
of the north side of his office. He believes that would take radical building construction. Corey Johnson added the
options include a box and conveyer belt system. He said doing anything on the north side of the building will be
costly. Dustin Johnson recommended this discussion wait a year and hopefully the pandemic will subside by then.
Determann suggested that possibly the drop box could be moved to be more of a drive up drop box.

DISCUSSION WITH POSSIBLE ACTION
Review the proposed County farm land lease agreement revision: The revision provided by Attorney John Peavey
excludes approximately two acres from the southwest portion of the property for the intent of building a Secondary
Roads shed on that property. Van Lancker explained Peavey would like the Supervisors to approve the revisions
before it is presented to the tenant. Srp said he had spoken with the tenant and it sounds like they are fine with the
proposed revision. Srp asked if the land would need a waiver of the two-acre rule. Kinney said he has addressed this
with the County Sanitarian and will continue to follow up with those potential issues.

MOTION by Supervisor Srp to authorize the chairman to sign the revised farm land lease.
